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In Austria we have a very popular song called “Wir mischen mit”. It is about participation and following the revolutionary role model of Jesus.

When we met yesterday with a lot of young delegates in the lunch break, we really felt the great desire to get active. We realized the big potential of young Christians to present the vision of the youth in such a conference. Although we had this impression, we missed the focus and involvement of the young generation.

Following the ideas of Maria Martens, Catholics have to put attention to reality of life. To take myself as an example I represent very special kinds of participants in this conference. First I’m young, second I’m a woman and third I’m a lay. These are three examples of groups who where at risk to be invisible in discussions like in this conference. 

For the next event like this we have some wishes: On the one hand we connect it to the European vision “Unity in Diversity”. Diversity means for us inviting several people with different concerns like representative of NGO’s, experts, politicians of various parties and especially the one’s we talk about. On the other hand we expect a clear aim and a practical output which we can turn into reality in our daily life. The idea of the final massage is a good starting point and we want to put spirit into it.

We came in touch with this spirit the last days here in Gdansk when we visited the historical places and heard the story of the testimonials. These happenings were far away from our young lives, but know we feel personally touched and impressed.

I’d like to thank the organisation committee for inviting us to Gdansk. We took the opportunity to get in contact with other young delegates and reflect our role in the Catholic Church: We want to be salt for our world. We want to be blessing.
